1. Welcome and apologies

PC welcomed everyone and opened the meeting.  Apologies from Tony Thompson.

2. Matters arising from last meeting

Developments and Proposed actions - CR had copies of the letters he had sent to CBC.  CR had received a reply from Keith Holmes stating that planning applications had been referred back to Planning Department.  Keith Holmes will inform CR of any future meetings.
JW is concerned about cuts from the school budget.  PC understood CBC will continue as planned, and the school budget will remain untouched. 
JW - Fire Brigade visit re: clearing communal areas.  Plants over the railings can stay, but all plants up the stairs must go.  Fire brigade reported one block had 3x pushchairs and a wardrobe at bottom of the stairs.  These items must be cleared.
JW said permission is being granted by CHP for cat flaps to be installed.  Fire Brigade have warned of the fire risk they pose.  Also, PVC doors are not advisable.  
3. Issues and suggestions
HB is concerned about store cupboards at Dannatts.  Store cupboards should have been emptied, but not everyone has complied.  Will it be enforced?  JO to speak to Denise Doe (Scheme Manager).
JW reported a broken washing pole at the back of Woodhall flats.  A sharp base is exposed and it is a danger to children playing.  Toni Surridge (Estate Ranger) has seen the problem and it has been noted.  JW wants it fixed asap.  JO will notify Gary Bellamy (Estate Services Team Leader) of the issue.
JW also reported the loose fly tipping sign post.  It has been taken down by residents and put on the gates.  Toni Surridge said it needs to be put back.  JW thinks it’s a hazard as kids swing on the unstable poles.  JW believes signs are no longer crucial as gates have been installed to stop fly tipping.  JO to forward the issue to Gary Bellamy.
JW mentioned flooring at Woodhalls is coming away.  Also there is a hole outside door 151.  JW wants this fixed - leaseholders pay service charges.  JW would like a copy of inspection outcomes.  JO to pass details on to Martyn Wild (Technical Officer).

HB is concerned about flat 14 Dannatts (he moved out 08/03/10).  RG Francis is using the flat as a store room.  PC will see if rent can be paid by RG Francis on void.  Loss of rental income affects everyone.  JO to contact Dannatts Scheme Manager and Jane Martin (Hot Team).
JW announced she would be standing down from the Leaseholders Group.  Elections will be held in August.  If nobody is willing to take the role or share responsibility JW is worried the group could end up folding. 

CR would like to know what agreements have been made about parking at Parkside when the Hub opens.  There are concerns regarding cars parking along Melbourne Avenue and causing hazards.  JO to speak to Debbie Wilson or David Cotterill.
CR suggested booking Portreath Place to hold a Saturday open coffee morning to promote Broomfield AF to all local residents.  Resident Involvement team could help with publicising the event. JO will put the idea to Ray Canham.
4. Reports and Central Forum

PC and Fiona Stirling are standing down from their positions of Chair and Secretary in November 2010.
The customer feedback form has been revamped.

CHP are basing the Local Offers and TSA Standards framework around promises that were made at the last conference.  CHP will report back at this year’s conference.

CRF have been asked to monitor KPIs and will bring the results back to AF.

Saturday morning openings at Atholl House have been terminated.  There were not enough people using the service to balance the costs of running it.  KC suggested more residents would probably value and use the service if it was in a convenient location.
PC reported void turnaround times have been shortened.  Times have come down from 20+ days to 7/8 days.

CHP are getting closer to purchasing a trailer.  The trailer will benefit communities, especially those outside of Chelmsford.  It will be a fantastic resource for AF and focus groups.
5. Election for new 2nd CRF member from Broomfield AF
HB put his name forward.  All members agreed.  HB elected.
PC thanked everyone for coming and closed the meeting at 7.40pm
