1. Welcome and apologies

2. Matters arising from last meeting

HB is happy with 14 Dannetts – the contractors are now out of the property.

3. ASB team (Mary Chaplin and Pauline Anniss)
MC introduced PA who is the new ASB Co-Ordinator.
By the end of September the ASB team will be trying out a new method to deal with cases.  At the moment the ASB Co-Ordinators cover different areas, but by the end of the month the cases will be allocated to each Co-Ordinator as and when they come in.

ASB issues addressed:

KC reported lots of noise and litter nuisance after 7pm from young people outside the shops.  MC will speak to local PCSO.
There are CCTV cameras around the shops, but PC is not sure if they work.  MC said that even if they are dummy cameras, signs can be put up to deter ASB.
CR suggested PCSO attend the next meeting.  MC will speak to Broomfield Police.
PC advised forum members of the next NAP meeting which is on 9th September 2010 at 7:30pm.
