Notes of the meeting on the 4th Oct 2010

It was noted that Lesley Kitchen (RI Team ) had phoned PC to inform him that she would not be able to make the meeting. No other member of staff stepped in to represent CHP. PC to take notes.

No member had the notes of the last meeting. So PC asked for any questions arising from the last meeting. KC asked for a update on the statement that PC was to stand down as Chair of the Central Forum, this was given by PC that he had resigned as Chair of the CRF and that Mick Hill had taken over as chair, PC then cleared the reason for his resigning as the chair of the CRF as members had heard rumours about this event which have been put straight.

The members had a discussion about the right to buy? PC explained to members that until after the governments spending review next month there will be no real information coming from the Housing Minster or his ministry, more will be known by the end of the year. Also talked over scrutiny of tender, which is also an issue for tenants. KC asked about sheltered housing scheme managers and will the residents still have them? PC was able to say that to the best of his knowledge there is no plans to remove them, but did inform members that a full review of all schemes is taking place at this time, looking at CHP sheltered housing as a whole. 

CR gave members information on the Residential development north of Copperfield road as part of the North Chelmsford action plan. And for the public exhibition on the 8th 9th Oct 2010 at Broomfield parish hall. It was agreed that as many members should attend the exhibition to look at the detailed plans and to give feedback. CR showed the members a poster which members will put up in the area to inform other residents about the exhibition. A general discussion took place about the real need for new homes in Chelmsford, especially social rented property’s. All members agreed that the lack of any real infrastructure improvements undermines the proposed plans, and that the 2 Tenant groups should do all they can to highlight this. Members asked if there was any other way to get CBC to revisit the Area Planning action plan, PC said there is one option open to residents and that is a “Call to Action” to CBC. He stated that if enough residents signed the partition CBC must take action. 

JW asked if it was possible for the 2 groups, Area Forum and Flaternity can work more closely together as both groups are small. It was agreed that the 2 groups will hold joint meetings in the future and any private business of either group will be held at the end of the joint meeting. 

JW pointed out the need for a email and contact list to be available to all members and any resident that may be interested in joining ether group, with times and place of the monthly meetings, this was agreed to be the way forward.
