Andrew Dutton – Persimmon Homes (AD)
Colin Rolfe opened the meeting, introduced himself as Flaternity Chair and welcomed everyone to the meeting.
Colin introduced Flaternity and the area forum and described how they work. He stated that they are not averse to new housing in the area but there are many concerns over the apparent lack of infrastructure. 
Colin informed Andrew of the main concerns, as outlined to Jeremy Potter from CBC at the last meeting.
Andrew introduced his self as the Strategic Land director for Persimmon Homes in Essex.

He stated that persimmon were a big company working with CBC on this project.

Key points:

· CBC decides where developments take place.

· These go into their local plan.

· Persimmons role is to input into CBC’s plan where they have an interest and to take forward to CBC issues that they identify that may not have been taken account of.

· Persimmon has a checklist to document evidence including this type of forum meeting.

Issues raised from attendees:

· Broadband already slow in the area and cannot foresee lines coping with increased traffic. Action AD to raise with CBC.

· New School. Who will build? AD explained that Persimmon could and have experience of building them but CBC not yet decided. AD added that if it is commissioned via the Essex Smart process it can take up to 3 years.

· Funding for school would be from a tariff that CBC impose upon all new properties.

· The tariff may also help fund other necessary infrastructure that is site specific through a Section 106 agreement.
· Local path with unfinished section, believed to be on common land.  Responsibility appears to lie with CBC.

· Highways and Roads. AD confirmed that Persimmon has conducted traffic surveys, these predict traffic flow up to 15 years post development. AD acknowledged that information from the forum on the current volume of traffic and proposed increases need to be considered. 

· Specific points of note re traffic:

1. School Lane into Broomfield Rd.  Looking at traffic control, junction, roundabout or traffic lights. 

2. Essex Avenue – cars parking both sides. AD agreed to visit and feedback.

3. Woodland Estate - car parking. AD confirmed new developments follow Essex design guide for car parking space. Mostly parking on plot, on street including for visitors included in new sites.
4. Flooding on Hollow Lane. AD to note.

· Doctors for area. Jo noted that CBC didn’t think the area needed more but those in neighbourhood already full and influx of new developments will increase demand even further. AD will feed back to planners at CBC.

· Bus services – Colin raised the need for better bus services to the area. AD confirmed Persimmon has asked but informed by CBC that there is no requirement for more bus services. 

General discussion took place around the developments and Andrew agreed to feed back to the Flaternity and the Forum in August 2010. 
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
