1. Welcome and apologies

2. Minutes of last meeting

3. Matters arising from last meeting

Tenant at Milton Place – gardening complaint about a container that had been removed and left on patch of grass. Tim suggested a community gardening day. Malin Blom will arrange young people to assist. 
ACTION: Tim will consult with residents and invite Dave Leatherdale to ensure redesign is easy to maintain. Tim to copy Terri into email.

4. PCSO report for Melbourne
PCSO did not attend
5. ASB 
Steve Rolstone gave ASB report for quarter 4. Steve highlighted that it is expected that noise nuisance complaints are likely to go up over quarter 1 of 2010/11 due to hot weather and windows being open. 

Domestic violence is up in quarter 4 but we have promoted the support we can give so we want to encourage reports and reduce repeat victims. Extra security measures can be installed. 

Pet nuisance is on the increase. Tim suggested olbas oil on tea bags can be a deterrent for cats fouling. Dog fouling is an issue on the increase. 

Terri informed the forum about the work CHP are doing with CBC to promote responsible ownership. All dog owners will be invited to come to Active Family Fun Day and if their dog has a tag CBC will microchip for free. We are running a campaign in blocks on pets and noise nuisance. 
Steve gave a brief overview of people CHP are taking to court for breach of their tenancies.

There was some discussion about how CHP could promote the outcome of ASB as a deterrent to residents willing to cause a nuisance.

Steve informed the forum about the NORSONIC recording equipment available. 

Terri informed the forum about the domestic violence campaign around the World Cup.
