1. Welcome and apologies

GN welcomed everyone and opened the meeting.  Apologies from Marie McGowen, Angelica Medici, John Watson and Andrew Shaw.

2. PCSO Report

Youths on Queensland Crescent have been throwing eggs at windows, and on Cassino Road there have been complaints about mini-motorbikes.  GW reported mini-motorbikes on Melbourne Avenue.  It has generally been quiet and the police have not received too many complaints. 

PCSOs have been holding safety talks at sheltered residences.  The danger of purse dipping was highlighted and purse chains were issued.

RJar asked the PCSOs if they knew of any young people who would like to get involved with dance.  PCSOs asked RJar to put the information in an email.

GN told the PCSOs that he doesn’t think the loss of security guards at Parkside is going to be an issue.  SR reported that CCTV at Parkside appears to be working, and the culprits are being caught red-handed.
3. CHP Report from SR

The two biggest management areas are Boarded Barns and Melbourne Estate.  The ASB rate is relatively low if you account for the number of properties in the area.
The Quality of Life Team are now photographing all new tenants, which will hopefully help to minimise illegal subletting.

An illegal subletting pilot scheme was run in Meadgate.  CHP employees went door knocking, asking residents to prove who they are (ID) and taking their photograph.

SR reported that Melbourne’s ASB is comparatively lower than other areas.

There are now 4 ASB Co-Ordinators (Steve Rolstone, Gemma Engall, Pauline Anniss and Joe Osborne).  Jon Cowie is now the Housing Management Co-Ordinator and works closely with Jenna Oram outside of Chelmsford.
4. Minutes of last meeting

6. Central Forum Report

7. Any Other Business?
GW raised several issues.  Firstly, the grass outside 89-91 Melbourne Avenue has not been cut.  Also, rubble outside 81-83 Melbourne Avenue hasn’t been taken away.  The wall between 83 and 85 Melbourne Avenue has been damaged again and believes it is the grass cutting team.  GW reported a dangerous branch hanging off a tree in the communal gardens at 79/79a Melbourne Avenue.  SR to report issues to Quality of Life Team.
GN thanked everyone for coming and closed the meeting at 7.40pm
