1. Welcome and apologies
TH welcomed everyone and opened the meeting. Apologies received from Steve Morgan (QoL)
2. Minutes of last meeting



Minutes agreed and signed by Tim Hatcher. Tim passed on his thanks to Sarah Blackman.
3. Matters arising from last meeting

St Peters school. Discussion around arrangements while the school is closed.  Concerns were raised about the interim period and use of the facilities by community groups.
Tim confirmed he is waiting for a reply from Tom Smith-Hughes 

4. PCSO report for Melbourne
Matt reported that generally the area had been quiet. Youth activities in May – June were successful.
Patrols had been completed with CHP Ranger and one planned for 7th July with ASB Coordinator.

Parking outside of Tanglewood nursery bad. Action and enforcement being undertaken.

Matt concluded by saying that the PCSO team were moving from the Melbourne building, although the station will still be used the PCSO’s will work from the town centre. 

General discussion on the possible effects of a reduced police presence in the area were discussed.
5. Debbie Willson, Parkside Community Hub.
Debbie introduced herself and her role.
She said that the work on the space on the ground floor of Parkside should complete around July/August. When this is complete the Primary Care Trust (PCT) will locate the clinic services to the site and CHP will take over the existing clinic building. 

Debbie distributed plans. Tim remarked that it looks ‘fantastic.’

Debbie said that people likely to be using the hub include:

· Citizens advice bureau

· Job Centre

· Women’s Aid

· Relate

· Training Suite for activities, training opportunities and IT

· Cooking project.

Tim added that the reading project could be held there when it’s open. Debbie said that funding is available and it could begin elsewhere if a suitable venue is found and there is sufficient interest.
Draft newsletter handed out by Debbie for information. 

Debbie explained about possible cuts to the Local strategic partnership (LSP) funding that may affect the employment of Malin Blom and Carrie Sawkins. Discussion took place about the likely negative effects of withdrawing the projects they run. Everyone agreed that ASB and youth nuisance has been greatly reduced since the projects have been run in Melbourne.
