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Minutes of N2 meeting held July 6th  09 at Portreath Place.

The meeting opened at 1815. The minutes were read and agreed.

Matters arising.   Sid reported that the signs promised for Days Close have not yet been erected. Ray said he would look into it and report back to the chair.

Ray explained his comments about lack of conviction of forum members. He said this had been misunderstood and he assured us that he had not forgotten that all forum members are volunteers.

The empty houses in Mashbury road are believed to be the Airy houses. Ray will find out CHPs intentions with these houses and report back to the chair.

John reported that the “Big Lunch” had been cancelled due to a lack of support.

Sid gave the report from Central Forum.

Residence Involvement is looking for a new interpretation of the letters CRF to reflect the work of the forums. 
Mary Chapman attended the meeting to discuss antisocial behaviour.

R.G.Francis have promised to improve their service to residents and be more accountable to the CRF.

N2 minutes, Bob (the secretary) has a problem with communicating electronically; he has been asked to contact Maggie Hyam, which he has not yet done. The chair asked Bob again to contact Maggie as a matter of urgency.

Note. Bob arrived at 1850 due to an RTA. He apologised and as a result these minutes are being drawn up by the chair.

The CRF web site is now up and running and proving to be very popular.

The Chair asked Sid about the cost of grass cutting and the forum were informed there had been a mistake in the calculations. This would be rectified. Both Ken and John, who first brought this matter to the attention of the forum were not satisfied and Ray was asked if he could inform the Chair who at CHP is responsible for this so that they can be invited to our next meeting to explain where the money goes and why it costs so much. The Chair also pointed out that some of our most vulnerable residence were paying twice. The council is responsible for the removal of all rubbish from residences paid for with council tax. The grassed areas around sheltered units are in effect the open plan gardens of the residents. Council should not be charging CHP for the removal of what is domestic rubbish, just because CHP looks after its residents and cuts their grass.

Bob reported on the Broomfield School Fun Day treasure hunt. It was successful although only 15 people took part. We think this was because we were in an out of the way place and we could have done with more advertising on the day. It was suggested we should do something different next year. 

The Chair said he had written to all the local PTAs to suggest an inter PTA quiz in the autumn but no replies have yet been received. It was decided to allow more time and return to this at the next meeting.

A.O.B

Jo reported that Flaternity will have a meeting soon to formally become affiliated to the CRF. It has been a long hard slog but the precedence has now been set which will help other groups wishing to also become affiliated to CRF.

Sid said the meeting with Cambell Tickel was very good and constructive.

Ken was very dissatisfied with a new fence and gate next to number 13 Portreath Place as it cannot be seen through thus coursing a health and safety hazard. He pointed out that if somebody was on the other side of the gate when it was opened it could hit them. There was also a question of is this a public thourghfare? If so it cannot be blocked. Ray said he would look into this point. The forum felt it was an extreme measure to stop bikes. The Chair suggested 2 off set railings would be more appropriate.

Ken was also concerned about a new path laid at Portreath Place as it is flat (no camber). Already water lays on it after rain, this will become a severe ice hazard in winter particularly to older residents with walking problems.

Bob has had a complaint about trees overhanging the footpath beside the 3 bungalows in Bakers Mead, Dannatts, some of these are also coming through in Residents’ gardens. It seems the Borough Council and the Parish Council are each claiming the other is responsible. The forum asked Ray if CHP could assist with finding out who is responsible so the necessary work can be carried out.

Peter reported that ASB in Portreath Place is now being delt with. He also said that if anybody in the Woodhall area wanted to set up a Parish Council help and advice were available. 

He also told us the Housing Xtravaganza will take place at Hylands Park on August 6th and volunteers would be asked for nearer the day.

Peter has been re-elected to TPAS.
Stuart pointed out that there is a pile of rubbish beside number 19 Cumberland Crescent, this is Council land but the rubbish should be cleared. Also the back fence at number 17 Cumberland has never been properly repaired and as a result brambles and other weeds are spilling out of the garden onto the council grass area outside the fence. Weeds are also growing up the fence making the whole area an eyesore. It seems that the councils grass cutters only cut round these problems and do not get them dealt with by the council. Ray said he would pass this on to the Qualityof Life team. There is also a problem with the building site at the back of numbers 13, 15 and 17. This is a CHP site and is next to an access road to a house which is also a public footpath. Both the access road and the footpath now blocked by a load of pea shingle delivered to the site and dumped outside of the site. Stuart felt this was quite inappropriate. 

Bob proposed that an election should be held at the next meeting for the vacant place on Central Forum. The Chair will collect the names of those who may wish to stand and a ballot will be held at the end of the meeting.

Following the success of the meeting at Great Waltham the Chair asked if Maggie could find the cost and availability of the school and village hall at Little Waltham so that a future meeting can be held there.

The meeting closed at 2000.
