	1.   Welcome & Apologies   Apologies received from Beth, David, Doug, Bill, Judith. A warm welcome to Mark Freeman who will be attending S5 meetings whilst N3 is suspended.

	2.   Minutes Of Last Meeting Agreed And Signed Off   The minutes were agreed and signed by the chair.

	3.   Matters Arising From Last Meeting   Helen confirmed that the request for Water Butts in the garden at Bramwood’s Road could not be agreed at present but that in the new financial year (April) they could be provided. 

	4.   Guest Speakers   ASB Coordinator Gemma Engall agreed to provide the figures and statistics for ASB in the area. Margaret raised a particular case with the son of the resident in Pollards Green Gemma was able to respond with the action CHP are taking.

PCSO Karen Lucas reported no burglaries over the last 2 weeks or arson attacks but that criminal damage had risen. Various plain clothes initiatives have taken place or are due to take place in the near future.  
The Great Baddow Youth Facility official opening is on Saturday 14th March at 12.00pm. Helen asked if there was any update on the chat shelter outside the facility Karen confirmed there is no news at this time.

Karen also reiterated that there were bogus callers operating in the area and that anything suspicious should be reported to trading standards, herself or the police. Bogus callers are focusing on driveways, gardening and tree cutting.  Paul Harvey at trading standards can be contacted on 01245 341965. Reg reminded the forum that it was very easy to purchase a van with landscaping logo from the car auctions.
Ray Canham was introduced and explained that although the NCO (Helen) will not be facilitating the Area Forum after the end March CHP would still be providing support to the areas.
