1. Meeting opened at 6.0o p.m. and Christa welcomed all guests and new members
2. Minutes from last meeting 24th March 2009 have an amendment on page2  which refers to dogs running from garden to garden because all the chain link fence between the properties have rusted and there are holes in them. The remaining minutes were agreed as true record.
3.  Matters arising:

Editorial Board – Daphne and Lillian have had their first meeting which was highly useful.

As the road on Forest Drive made the front page in the Chronicle which was reported at last month’s meeting it seems appropriate to ask someone from Highways Dept: to attend one of the meetings. No one can see why this should incur any costs. It would also be an opportunity to ask about the parking on the pavements which cause an obstruction to anyone with a pram or wheelchair. Action: Fiona to ask the resident support team to invite someone from Highways to our meetings along with the local councillor

Privately owned garages on garage sites where the owner can not be found is causing a problem for residents as they fall in to disrepair. Youth nuisances, drug taking, fly tipping and arson is all occurring on these sites. While CHP can do nothing about the garages it is a real problem for residents.  Action: Fiona to take this up with CHP directors as to how legally it may be tackled.
Fly tipping in Fosters Close. Toni informed the forum that for CHP to deal with this as a police matter, someone actually has to see the person doing the fly tipping.
 Action: Toni to contact Roger
Hunts Drive – parking for residents only – sign has been put up.

Spotlight from a privately owned property that stays on all night – Action: it was suggested to John that he could approach the owner about this as the owner may not be aware it was causing distress to other residents or if he did not feel comfortable with that pop a note thought the letter box asking politely if the owner could rectify the problem with in two weeks, if there no change in the situation then contact the environment agencies.

 The guttering problem ( Charnwood Avenue)  is in hand with the contractor, resident have received letters from CHP asking them to point out to the contractors anything which may have been overlooked. 
4. Drink and drug awareness training –Christa reported back that although arrangements had been set to take this into the schools for the children the course trainer has decided this could cause problems for any child with issues at home. It has therefore been agreed that this training will be given to the teachers at Westlands School and Hyland School after the summer break.

Action: Christa to inform the forum when the date is set and a certificate will be issued for both schools that the teachers have attended the training arranged by the CRF.

5. Goose Fair. Christa will send out a full list of what is going to be happening soon, she is still waiting for some people (events) to confirm, until this happens the flyers can not be done. A timetable of events needs to be drawn up; Christa asked if CHP can help with this.

 Action: Fiona will speak to Ray about this.
6. Central forum report. Fiona gave a verbal report and stated that not all area forum members were receiving information about central forum meeting. Action: area forum members will receive a central forum report with their area forum minutes prepared by the secretary and Maggie.
7. Residents involvement review: the new structure will be put to CHP and central forum on 6th May before it goes to the Board. There will be changes to area forums.
 8. R.G. Francis: No residents should be left without heating or hot water for any lengthy period of time. Action: Any resident left without either should report it so CHP can investigate.  

9. Gadget guide: the gadget guide was sent out with Your Home magazine last August: Most of the members stated they had not received it. Action: Any one who has not received one contact the service desk to obtain one.
10. TPAS Conference. Anyone interested in going to the three day event can get a copy of the schedule on request from Ray or Maggie. Action: Those wishing to go should inform Maggie or Ray A.S.A.P. as there may not be enough places available, those that have not been before will be given priority.
11. S6 action Plans. Until the resident involvement structure is in place it may be better not to arrange anything else.
12. June meeting – Likely to be held at Roxwell. It is booked at the memorial hall but the communication has been very poor so it needs to be confirmed to ensure we can get in when we turn up Action: Fiona to speak to Maggie about this and feedback to the forum at next meeting
13. Parternship Working.  By asking Highways Dept:  to attend our meetings to discuss the roads problems, working with other agencies such as the police and local councillors would hopefully ensure we get better neighbours. CHP cannot do it alone.
