Meeting opened at 6.06 p.m. and in Fiona’s and Christa’s absence was chaired by Monica.

1. Minutes from last meeting 17th February 2009 were read and agreed as true record.
2.  Matters arising:

Goose Fair was discussed and Monica said that at Central Forum it was mentioned to get feedback from other areas who could be involved.

ACTION:

Forest Drive Road has finally been repaired.

Neighbour at back has a spotlight at the back of his property and it is on all night – opposite Peugeot garages.  John to get house number and tell Monica.
