It is under review at the moment and the CRF would like to make it a positive thing for residents that do need special consideration. 

Gifts and conflicts of interest – any gift over £10 should be notified. This should be notified to the chair if any gifts from one member to another are given; this includes any gifts from outside the forum, as well as anyone having any involvement with any activity the forum is involved in, it must be declared and registered in the book.
