ENGAGING CHILDREN & YOUNG PEOPLE IN ACTIVITIES

It was good to see the CRF & CHP logos on the vouchers this time.

This is our sponsored voucher project working alongside Chelmsford Borough Council.  Mainly Children took part as the programme is more geared to them.  We had a better take up this time as we knew the system better & the CBC Staff also were more familiar with the project. As yet we do not know the outcome regarding total take up.  Everyone who participated should receive a feedback form so that we can then evaluate the project .  I already have some feedback from a group of Chinese Families.  The Tots took part in trampoline for the first time & the majority of them did not want to finish at the end of the two sessions!  The age range was from 2 – 5yrs.  I attended both days & got to know some of the Mums.  They all would like to be informed of future projects. Here are some of the comments
1st time on the trampoline, my Daughter enjoyed herself she played with the other girls [ & copied their every move! ]
1st time too, when arriving home wanted to go back!  “I do it all by myself”  2nd session, “seat drop”

1st day did not want to join in.  2nd day had a little go.
IN SEARCH OF A YOUTH TEAM TO REPRESENT YPG

This will be a case of waiting to see what transpires.  We have already visited a School Council & await a reply.  We have two other Groups in mind as a back up.  We are asking for quite a commitment so it has to be right for both YPG & the Y/P concerned.  What we are hoping for is a Team of Y/P who are able to select either one or two main Projects & with full training from a Youth Work Trainer & support from YPG Volunteers develop them to a good level.  Then begin to involve other Y/P & Children & train some of them up.  We want this to be informative but fun.  As much as possible it will be Young Person lead so that they 
are doing things that they really want to do but at the same time are of use & are relevant, within the guidelines of our Younger Persons’ Group remit.  It would be good if the first group are able to join us so that we can make a start now.  The plan is that they will be contributing a short piece at CRF’s AGM / Conference in November 2010. 
FOLLOW UP WORK – Springfield Parish Centre, Environmental Enhancement Project.  I was invited to join some able bodied Students with disabilities from Chelmsford College at the site of the Project we had sponsored as part of our Community Award 2010 last financial year.  It was great to see them enjoying themselves through contributing to the Community.  They worked over a period of three sessions.  I was so impressed that I decided to award them all a certificate which they were very proud of & they found it amusing when their Tutors got one too!  An added bonus was that the Centre Manager had produced a Press Release & CRF had two mentions [ hope we get a publication ]  We launched the Project & now the Co – op are sponsoring stage two.  I was very pleased with the items we purchased, bedding plants, fencing & some plaques with different wildlife on that are going to be set on wood.  While I was there we discussed a new Project being launched at the Centre in October 0 – 5 [yrs]  Many agencies are working on this.  I was approached to get involved but I had to decline as I am aiming not to overload myself & focus on YPG
