Projects in hand 
 ‘Spring 2 Life 3D Exhibition’ 4th – 17th April Central Library C/ford.  Space in Library has been extended which is good.  There will be more room for people to walk around the display.  It will be situated behind the Hello desk inside the Library.  We are very privileged to be able to exhibit work on behalf of some of the local Community.  The ‘traffic’ is huge dealing with the 2nd most usage of equipment in the UK!   As things evolve we will bring in some representatives to help to develop the theme through various artistic means.  Groups of Children & Y/P are participating.  We did not have any response to the advert in the most recent Your Home for Children, our residents, up to the age of 11yrs to join in.  However, I think that it is important that we do provide the opportunity for youngsters & Y/P to have the choice & of course to advertise the work we are engaged in.  We have purposely included a good number of Schools & Groups for this project from CHP Communities.
The reason that this project runs into April is because the Librarians allowed us to use the area in the Library.  The Gallery over the far side is used by established Artists on the whole & is booked up often a year in advance.  YPG have drawn attention to this matter in the New Budget as some final costs for this will overlap into April but we will aim to deal with as much of the expenses before the end of the financial year 2011.

 The Christian Growth Centre might be interested in getting involved as they have their Football Academy or representatives from around Chelmsford & also the area Westlands is partly a CHP Community who we have a good working relationship with.
 We would very much like to complete this project so that we can focus our time on the 3D one.  If anyone knows of any Y/P in their Neighbourhood who clearly enjoy football we would be most grateful to know about it.  There is no reason why we cannot have a few more taking part.  Age range 13 +.  
Finally, the Parent  Event mid stage planning has been delayed quite considerably due to the snow & another situation preventing contact with the School, ------ ------ any sooner. Contact had been made with the Head of Lower School.  We met at the Star Talents Final & briefly discussed our proposal. 
We have sent information & are now awaiting a reply but think that the delay indicates that this might not go ahead.  
This event would need to be held within the financial year.  The programme we had was well planned & would have had a fun element.  Year7 [yr1] Parents had been suggested as the year group.
