They had a large attendance made up of Y/P, and children with their families mainly from the Westlands area.  A good working relationship was built up between our two Teams.

S. Alleyway Westlands fun day where YPG used the newly purchased CRF hexagonal gazebo [end of season]. This was ideal for our Fun with Food stand.  We purchased a selection of fruit & vegetables & sliced them up.  The children then arranged pieces on paper plates &           designed faces.  Tim took some photos one of which appeared in Your Home.  
Malin Blom – Neighbourhood Engagement Co-ordinator Meadgate Fun Day - This went very well.  YPG ran a Cake Deco Stall.  The sponge cakes were bought & then the children were free to make
 their own designs decorating them.  Although ‘sugar’ was a high content obviously, we also included fruit for toppings, grapes & strawberries these caught on really well & we all had a fun time
M.Blom – Melbourne Active Fun Day.  YPG had a stand in a marquee + DAG & Residence Voice & other groups.  Our pull up banner was on display.  We met with Y/P & children & carried out a short survey about interests & hobbies.  Tennis & swimming came out on top which was not surprising as Wimbledon had been an inspiration & it was summer.
Re – opening for a Youth Project: - This has been advertised.  Nobody has come forward as yet. 

John Puckowski – Director Star Talents Project – YPG/RJ & a Consultant in Youth Work set up a training workshop for the Youth Team who produced & ran the Star Talents Final.  This is a show where Y/P from Secondary Schools in the Chelmsford area auditioned with a view to take part in a final show.  This is based on mainly solo artists.  As a development John & the Consultant are looking into an NVQ  qualification for the project this is a spin off from our initial training session which is most encouraging.  YPG’s sponsorship of the hand held radio kits was hugely appreciated & helped to transform the event as the Youth Team producing the show could contact one another front & back of stage or where ever they were situated.

2 – ‘Spring 2 Life 3DExhibition’ – Dates Mon 4th – Sun 17th April.  Venue Chelmsford Library, Market Place situated in main area actually inside the Library, behind the Hello desk.  Look out for our very eye catching poster designed & produced by CHP/CRF/RI & put the word around.

This project has been very progressive. It has been necessary to develop some ideas to compliment the actual Exhibition such as having some activities running alongside for children & a few for Y/P.  YPG will be promoting a Poetry & Short Story Competition for all ages, 3 sections each.  *Activities & information will be shown on a blackboard by the stand daily, such as card design, Easter art, modelling with play dough.  The Library supports activities alongside exhibitions & this is partly why we are providing them.  The other reason is because we can have time to talk & interact with people more.  Some of the items made will be added to the display so the event is evolving throughout the two weeks. Themes will be running through connected with our overall one, Communities.
YPG has had a response from the following groups:  Nurseries, Infant School, Junior Schools, Senior School, Star Talent Youth Team & Youth Groups.

Obviously I cannot man the stand all of the time but I aim to go @ various times each day to check security of display & exhibits & run *activities on an ad hoc basis.  Dress code, smart / casual please & we need to wear our badges.
